The	 duration	 of	 these	 programmes	 vary	 from	 a	 day	 to	 78	 days	 and	 include	 foundation	
trainings,	 refresher	programmes,	 in-service	programmes,	 thematic	 training	programmes,	
workshops	and	seminars.	The	programmes	are	designed	to	meet	the	requirements	mandated	
in	the	'State	Training	Policy,	2016'.	Programmes	on	critical	areas	in	Public	Administration	are	
planned	 for	 the	 Officers,	 which	 include	 training	 programmes	 on	 Reservation	 Policy,	
Disciplinary	 Proceedings,	 Establishment	 Rules,	 Purchase	 and	 Procurement,	 RTI,	 ICT,	
Sevottam,	Social	Studies,	etc.	In	addition	to	the	training	programmes,	modules	and	material	
for	conducting	these	programmes	are	being	prepared	by	the	Institute.	

The	 programmes	 are	 being	 arranged	 in	 different	 locations,	 including	 the	 Educational	
Institutions	who	have	a	Memorandum	of	Understanding	with	the	Institute	and	in	GIPARD	
itself.	Looking	forward	to	the	active	participation	of	all	the	Departments,	as	well	as,	Elected	
Representatives	of	Panchayati	Raj	Institutions	and	Urban	Local	Bodies.
